Project Possibilities: 
· Diorama of village/town/housing of assigned tribe

· Student-made jewelry or clothing in the style of the assigned tribe

· Student-made original artwork in the style of the assigned tribe

· Journal/diary of a member of the assigned tribe (minimum of 10 entries)

· Tribe newspaper (include articles, advertisements, and comics related to the research)

	The project accurately represents the culture of the assigned tribe.
