CEREAL BOX IS DUE NOVEMBER 11th.

Directions:  

1. Read a fantasy book from the list provided. 
2. Take an old, empty cereal box and cover it with construction paper so that none of the original writing on the box can be seen.

3. You will need to create a FRONT, BACK, RIGHT, and LEFT panel for the cereal box.   

4. On the FRONT, create a cereal name that matches your book.  For example, a cereal box about a Harry Potter book might be called “Magic-O’s” instead of Cheerios.  You would then decorate the box to look like a Cheerios box.  You will also need to include the title of the book and the author’s name on the front panel.
5. On the BACK, you will design a game or activity that is based on the story.  It can be a puzzle, a word game or any other fun activity that you might see on a cereal box.  Remember, it must be based on the story!  (You can use http://puzzlemaker.discoveryeducation.com/ to create a variety of word games.)

* Other ideas could include:  a mail-in offer for a toy, advertisements that tell people why they should read the book, or a comic strip based on the book.  

6. On the RIGHT side, include the heading of Ingredients and list the characters as the “ingredients”.  The characters should each be listed in a complete sentence that also describes them using character traits.  Underneath the characters, include a one-paragraph description of the setting.
7. On the LEFT side, include the heading of Summary and write a 1-2 paragraph summary that includes an accurate retelling of the story.  Make certain to mention the main events, problem, and solution in detail.  
8. On the INSIDE, include a prize.  Just as regular cereal brands contain prizes buried in the cereal, you should include a prize that relates to an element of the story (event, character, setting, etc.).  Use an old toy, picture, and/or your creativity.

* While it is not mandatory, we recommend typing the panels (see the attached sample) and then gluing the panels to the appropriate side of the covered cereal box.  Your project will be graded not only on content, but also on organization and neatness (see the attached rubric).
