After you complete your investigation you will write a results statement using the information from your data chart/table/graph.  





Example:  When I added oil to water, the oil went to the surface of the water 3 times out of 3 trials.

After you complete your investigation you will write a conclusion paragraph.   The first sentence of the paragraph should specifically answer your testable question.  The details of the paragraph should include supporting evidence. 














Reflection Paragraph:  








Then, you will write a reflection paragraph.  This paragraph should address the following questions: 


Did your experiment support your hypothesis?  Why or why not?


How did your experiment address your initial question and purpose?


What did you learn through conducting this experiment?
